Dhamma Nanadhaja, meaning ‘Flying Flag of Wisdom in Dhamma’ (named after Ledi Sayadaw),
will be situated on The Shwe Taung Oo Hill, on the west bank of Chindwin River, seven miles
away from Monywa, Yinmabin Township, Monywa District, Sagaing Division, near the Chindwin
Bridge. There is a cave on that hill where Ledi Sayadaw, practiced Vipasasna and wrote the
Manuals of Dhamma. At present Ledi Sayadaw's statue is located there and seems to be
benevolently looking down where the Centre is to be constructed. In 2004, the local government
had granted six acres to establish this Vipassana centre. Since 1996, off-centre courses had been
held in Dhamma Yeik hall, Su Taung Pyae Pogada, in Monywa.
